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Message from the Founder

For quite some time, numerous large and prestigious universities in the United States
have energetically promoted the selection of qualified undergraduate students to study
abroad for an academic year. Annually more than 200,000 college students on average in the
United States join study abroad programs. In implementing such study abroad projects, most
universities in the United States seek to instill in their students a sense of cultural sensitivity, as
well as knowledge of how to be responsible global citizens. The majority of universities around
the world now value internationalization as an important part of their blueprint for development.
Participation in study abroad programs has become an essential element of these universities.

At Tamkang University, the Junior Year Study Abroad program helps our students
broaden their horizons and understanding of the world. Moreover, the experience also teaches
our students how to reflect on their own culture and thus better understand themselves
and appreciate their own country. The program also enables our students to enhance their
knowledge through active learning. In a word, the experience allows our students to better
understand and develop their individual gifts and potentials for learning. Acceleration of
intellectual development and maturation of social skills are frequently seen as key outcomes
of studying abroad. These outcomes help students to better interpret their world, both at home
and abroad.

In Taiwan, Tamkang University has distinguished itself by ushering in the Junior Year
Study Abroad program. Each year, we select qualified students to study abroad for one year.
To date, achievements in our Junior Year Study Abroad program have been nothing short of
remarkable and as a result we are extending it to embrace the needs and aspirations of M.A.
and Ph.D. students.

During the reign of the Roman Emperor Augustus two thousand years ago, the poet
Horace wrote this famous adage: caelum non animum mutant qui trans mare currunt. In
these words, Horace advises an itinerant friend that those who travel across the seas see
the change of the weather above their heads but not their soul. Harry R. Lewis, the Dean of
Harvard College cited these words in his remarkable book on higher education Excellence
without A Soul: Does Liberal Education Have a Future. As Lewis sought to emphasize, we
cannot measure a student's progress only based on external facts; the internal factors are
equally important. Thus, TKU places great value on providing students at TKU with as many
opportunities as possible to grow intellectually and become mature, responsible persons.

Thus, carrying on the spirit of the Total Quality Management (TQM) and following the
due procedures of Plan-Do-Check-Act (PDCA), Tamkang University now conducts on-line
guidance to help students meet the requirements for our study abroad programs. We also
rely on web-based resources and support to track the status of our students' learning while
overseas. Beyond this, we annually collect and publish the reflections of all recently returned
students from the Junior Year Study Abroad program. Published volumes help subsequent
students learn from the experiences of their older schoolmates. They also serve as treasured
remembrances for those students who joined study abroad programs. Today, all students who
are now departing for their study abroad programs must make the best use of such golden
opportunities by studying hard. This is my earnest expectation.

Founded in 1950 Tamkang University has been guided by the desire to expand its
programs nationally and internationally. At the national level, it has expanded its campuses
from the Five-tiger Hill campus in Tamsui, to the city campus in Taipei, to the Mt. Linmei
campus in I-lan County. At the international level, it has reached out to scores of universities,
with whom it has established sister school relations and built diverse and robust exchange
programs. As part of its desire to be globally connected and to contribute internationally,
Tamkang University emphasizes an educational curriculum that is both information and future-
oriented. For the last six decades, Tamkang University has been the cornerstone of private
higher education in Taiwan.

Since signing its first sister school agreement with Chuo Gakuin University in Japan,
Tamkang University has continued to forge lasting ties with universities across the globe. It
now enjoys sister school relations with 191 universities in 34 countries, including the University
of Oxford, Université Paris-Sorbonne (Paris 1V), University of Vienna, University of lllinois at
Urbana Champaign, Waseda University, Peking University, Charles University in Prague,
Warsaw University, The University of New South Wales. At these leading institutions, TKU
faculty deliver lectures and talks on a wide array of topics; while through numerous mutual
visits, scholars from TKU and its sister universities partake in programs of academic exchange.

After launching Tamkang' s pioneering Junior Abroad Program, approximately 6,000
TKU juniors have taken credited courses abroad and been amply rewarded by the experience.
At present, more than 1,800 overseas students are studying for their degrees at Tamkang’ s
campuses. In recent years, Tamkang University has worked to broaden dual degree
cooperative programs and distance education programs with its sister universities. Tamkang
University has become an international university and a model for academic excellence
worldwide.

Tamkang University's (TKU) goals for academic development are to embrace
globalization and to act and contribute internationally. TKU's evolution into an
international university came through a series of well-thought-out steps. First, it was
established as the Tamkang English College, Taiwan's first private institute of higher
education to offer tuition in English (1950). Subsequently, after officially becoming
a university, it inaugurated a College of Foreign Languages. It later also built a
College of International Studies, which was the first of its kind in Taiwan. In 1999,
TKU introduced the Office of International and Cross-Strait Affairs, to more actively
carry out its policy of globalization and strengthen its overall competitiveness. In the
academic year of 2007, the Office of the Vice President for International Affairs was
established, to oversee and promote all TKU matters relating to globalization.

The fruits of these efforts have been profound. Each year, TKU hosts a number
of international conferences. It actively seeks to attract overseas students, broaden
opportunities for academic exchange and joint research, and promote jointly-held
dual degree programs. It also holds numerous ‘Tamkang Chair' lectures and
courses, offers online distance learning courses, subsidizes faculty participation in
international conferences and study tours to sister universities abroad, and organizes
regular cultural activities for its international students. Each year, TKU also screens
and selects approximately 500 local students, who go abroad and take credited
courses that count toward their TKU degree. The number of TKU students studying
abroad consistently exceeds that of all other Taiwanese universities. In 2014,
TKU was honored with the Exceptional Quality International Programs Award and
recognized as a model University for international education.

In the future we wish to implement a more globalized educational system,
establish partnerships with diversified sister schools, hoist the quality of the
international environment on campus, increase enrollment of overseas students,
promote local and overseas students interaction, create a platform for students to
become more competitive on an international level. Our hope is for TKU to become a
global village.

Each year Tamkang University offers joint student exchange programs with its sister
universities based on principles of reciprocity. Exchange students pay their tuition at their
home universities, and then may transfer to and accumulate credits at sister universities. The
number of incoming overseas and cross-strait exchange students studying at TKU was 145
(from 13 countries) in the first semester of the academic year of 2015-2016, and 125 (from 9
countries) in the second semester. The number of outgoing exchange students studying at
sister universities was 108 (to 13 countries) in the first semester of the 2015-2016 academic
year, and 94 (to 13 countries) in the second semester.

TKU was the first university in Taiwan to establish the "Junior Year Study Abroad
Program" and each year it selects and sends junior students abroad for one-year study. 6,432
students have studied at TKU's sister universities since then, and credits taken overseas
are recognized by Tamkang University. The one-year study abroad program has become a
requirement for all juniors in the English-instructed classes in the Department of International
Business at TKU's Tamsui Campus and for all juniors studying at Lanyang Campus. It is also
a popular choice for many of the students in the College of Foreign Languages and Literature
and other colleges at TKU. The program has opened to M.A. and Ph.D. students at TKU. The
total number of TKU students studying overseas in the academic year of 2015-2016 was 512,
leading all other Universities in Taiwan.
