1. Engaging in unwelcome sex or gender-related speech or behavior, whether explicit or
implied, which adversely affect the other party's personal dignity, learning, work
opportunities or performance.

2. Sexor gender-related behavior that serves as the condition for oneself or others to gain
or lose rights or interests in learning or work.

Sexual bullying: ridicules, attacks, or threats directed at another person’s gender

characteristics, gender temperaments, sexual orientation, or gender identity by using verbal,

physical, or other forms of violence will be under the category of sexual bullying not sexual
harassment.

Sex or gender-related behavior by a principal or faculty member that violates professional

ethical standards: cases where a principal or faculty member develops an intimate

relationship with an underage student, or exploits an unequal power relationship in the

course of teaching, providing guidance to, training, evaluating, managing, or counseling a

student, or providing a work opportunity to a student, to develop a relationship that violates

professional ethical standards in the context of sex or gender-related interpersonal
interactions.
